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Purpose: Draft amended following review by District Executive Committee. Rules applying to adult membership extended. For review and ratification by the District.
Definitions

The Club: South Leicestershire District Scouts Canoe Team, also known as the Break Out Canoe Club.
HWATC: Hinckley Water Activities Training Centre

Authorised Coach: An Authorised Coach is one that has received authorisation from the County Water Activities Adviser to lead or supervise Scouts on canoeing activities. To achieve authorisation, the following minimum requirements are likely to apply: BCU 2 star certificate, 4 hours first aid course, CRB check, canoe safety test and membership of the Scout Association, or as otherwise advised by the County Water Activities Adviser.
Event: A course, competition, pool session, journey or other activity having a canoeing component, and attended by at least three Scouts.
The District: South Leicestershire District Scout Council
The Committee: The group of people responsible for running the Club. The Committee will include the following posts: chairman; secretary; treasurer and quartermaster. The Committee is a sub-committee of the District and is responsible to the District.

Capitation Fee: An annual fee levied by the District to fund Scouting activities. Part of this is paid to the Scout Association.
1. Leader Expenses

1.1. Transport requirements will be determined and arranged prior to each event. Where it is agreed that a particular vehicle is required, the Club will pay the driver’s fuel costs.

1.2. 50% of coach training course fees will be paid by the Club. Such expenditure is subject to the approval of the Committee. Grants from other organisations will be utilised where available. The cost of travel to and from training courses is not reimbursable. 
1.3. Fuel costs in respect of travel to and from Events within the South Leicestershire area are not reimbursable.
2. Event Fees
2.1. The charge for an Event will be decided in advance, and will be sufficient to cover all costs. There will be two components to a charge: a running costs component, and an equipment cost component. The equipment cost component will generally be between £1 and £3 per attendee.
2.2. No charges will be payable by Authorised Coaches other than competition entry fees.
2.3. Scout leaders, Committee members, and the immediate family of Authorised Coaches and Committee members, are not required to pay the equipment cost component. However, such attendees must pay all running costs incurred in respect of their attendance, such as membership of HWATC, travel costs and competition entry fees. 
3. Membership

3.1. All persons attending sessions, and under the supervision of a Club coach, must become members of the Club. 
3.2. Attendees are probationary members until they become full members of the Club. Probationary members may attend a maximum of three sessions.
3.3. Persons joining the Club on or after 1st August will pay half of the Capitation Fee for that year. In subsequent years, the full fee will be payable, irrespective of the date of payment.

4. Youth Membership

4.1. All Scouts attending a section of a Scout Group within the South Leicestershire District are members of the Club. 
4.2. Any other person between the ages of 13½ and 18 years of age may become a member of the Club. However, membership is by invitation only and is at the discretion of the Committee. Such persons join the Club by being invested as a District Explorer Scout. Unless an Explorer Scout elsewhere within the District, enrolment will require payment of the District’s Capitation Fee (£30 in 2008). 
4.3. Scouts attending a section within another Leicestershire District may become a member of the Club by invitation. It is expected that such Scouts will have had a previous association with the South Leicestershire district.
5. Adult Membership
5.1. An adult member is one that is over 18 years of age.

5.2. Only adults having an association with the District will be considered for membership. Such association will usually be one of the following:

· Previous membership of a section within the District

· A member of the family of a youth member of the Club
· A leader of a Scout section (existing or previously)

· An existing member of a Group or District committee
5.3. All adult members will be expected to assist with the running of the Club.

5.4. All prospective adult members must complete a CRB disclosure application form and submit this together with a completed adult membership application form and the Capitation Fee, to the District Secretary. 
5.5. Any adult attendee who has not submitted a CRB form will not be permitted to have unsupervised contact with youth members. 

5.6. Where an adult member becomes a member of the Committee, or an Authorised Coach, the Club will pay the Capitation Fee.
6. Uniform and Investiture
6.1. The wearing of Scout uniform whilst attending canoeing activities will not be required.
6.2. Explorer Scouts whose primary interest is canoeing, will be eligible to attend other Explorer activities run by the District, subject to there being free places.
6.3. Attendance at certain non-canoeing activities by Explorer Scouts may require the wearing of full Explorer uniform.

6.4. All members will be encouraged to purchase a Club sweatshirt and to wear it to all canoeing activities.

6.5. It is a prerequisite for prospective members 18 years of age or under, to be invested as part of the joining process. The investiture ceremony will usually be undertaken during a canoeing activity and in an informal environment. Investiture will be conducted by a warranted leader. This will usually be either an Explorer Leader or the ADC (Activities).
7. Financial Management
7.1. The Club treasurer will keep financial accounts on behalf of the Club. The Club will not have a dedicated bank account: it will utilise the bank account of the District. It therefore follows that the Club treasurer will need to maintain close contact with the District treasurer, who will make and receive payments on behalf of the Club treasurer.
